Getting the sides swapped doesn’t make any difference for the tandem transfer switches like the —3, -5,
-7. However, there is no industry convention for terminal numbering and when applied to the

progressive transfer
devices like the —10, -50
and —70, it is important
to note differences
between the two brands.
